In response to this feedback a uniform committee was
formed to consider various options for outfitting the girls in an attractive and serviceable uniform at a
reasonable cost. Another aim was to make the uniform interchangeable for families with boys and
girls so that separate items did not need to be purchased, thus making our uniform more affordable.
Following much discussion the uniform committee, school and P&C have selected the uniform items
for introduction for 2016 Kindergarten students only. The existing uniform remains in place for Years

1-6 in 2016.
